But | did, in
hind sight, see a real progress from the beginning.

To live in a religious community is reallyenriching experience. | liked to be able to meet the novices
and the postulants. It was most interesting to discover the different engagements and the different
convictions in a religious along his wakhe internatbnal character of the communitynmediaely
pleased me, especially at the meals, for these were an occasion to exchange views. To be able to enrich
my vocabulary with a few words of Japanese, of Chinese, of Tagalog and of Vietrambat a
pleasure!

The strong point of this stay has been ttenfrontation of cultures so different...This demands a lot of
adaptation and it has broadened my views!

Bro. Ellis Luciano, who is in charge of accompanying the volunteers, shares with us hi
conviction of the richness that they bring to us.

One d the realities of our community is the presence of various brothers of different
nationalities in our community. With the arrival of our five volunteers from different
countries (2 from Belgium, 2 from UK, and 1 from France), our community was enriched
all the more by this diversity. With open arms and hearts, we welcomed our volunteers
who will share with our work in different social and ecclesial ministries.

| appreciate this opportunity to strengthen more my experience about Assumptionists' thriay on
empowerment.

The Religious of the Assumption who run the Assumpta School in San Simo
Pampanga, informed us that that since September 28 when the typhoon struck
until the first week of October, thesuspended classes and were busy with relief
operations in almost all the neighlithoods of Saisimon

We rushed to make an ocular inspection of the situation
but were immediately asked to help in the distributdmelief
goods to the many affected families. We were shocked at whaty
we saw. Whole plantations of rice and other crops turned into |
lakes; trees and houses buried under flood waters; and people
just trying to manage with the little that they have.

The fdlowing day, Assumptionist brothers, lay
volunteers and the Assumptionist postulants left Manila early in
the morning to help in the relief operations; whether that meant
packing relief bags with rice, water, canned goods, medicine
and clothes or haulingnio trucks sacks of relief goods for
distribution in the flood affected areas.

At the end of the day, the relief efforts were far from over, it would take days for the flood waters to finally subs
and allow the people to get on with their lives, bigreif we also had to go back to our own daily task in Manila, we will
keep in our hearts and mindsetimemories of the people we math smiles of gratitude in their faces facing bravely the
disaster before them
